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Growth Mindset

As your child/ward transits from PS5 to P6, he/she will face a higher level of academic rigour and
demand. This is when he/she will have to adopt a growth mindset by maintaining an optimistic
attitude to overcome new challenges. He/she will have to demonstrate emotional strength by
showing courage and adaptability when challenged.

Last year, your child/ward attended an enrichment programme which exposed him/her to learning
beyond the classroom to develop confidence in himself/herself, as well as become self-directed and
responsible while using the growth mindset as a tool. They also learnt that when they change their
mindset from fixed to growth, it could lead to increased motivation and achievement.

Since these are important life skills for your child's/ward's future, parents/legal guardians could help
by being a good role model in practising them during your interactions with him/her.
