Biodiversity Week 2023 
The Science Department organised a series of recess activities to promote the importance of preserving biodiversity in 
our environment.  These activities span four days from 21 to 24 Feb 2023.  On the first day, representatives from Animals 
Concerns Research & Education Society (ACRES) helped students appreciate how humans and wildlife can co-exist in 
Singapore.  Students also learnt about the cruelty inflicted on animals when they are smuggled into Singapore.

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Punctuality and Late-coming (Closure of all school gates @ 7.30am)  
 
With the revised curriculum hours this year, the school has observed that most of the students have adjusted well and 
have reported to school on time.  It was also observed that they were calmer and more settled in when they have ample 
time to prepare for lessons.  
 
As lessons and assembly commence at 7.30 a.m. daily after flag-raising ceremony. The school seeks the support of all 
parents/guardians to continue to instill this sense of responsibility and punctuality for school. To reiterate, all students 
are to report to school by 7.30 a.m. on school days. They are considered late if they are not in the school compound by 
7.30 a.m. 
 
To have a smooth conduct of the flag-raising ceremony, all school gates will be closed (including the main gate meant 
for entry of vehicles) and will only be reopened after which. Students using the side gate in the morning and arrive after 
7.30 a.m. will have to enter the school using the pedestrian entrance at the main gate near the security post. We wish 
to assure parents/guardians that the school will exercise flexibility during inclement weather. Please be informed that 
persistent late coming can affect a student’s conduct grade at the end of a school year.  
 
 
Road Safety 
To ensure the safety of all our students, we kindly ask that parents who drive to adhere to the guidelines below when 
dropping off your child: 

1. We encourage parents to drop off your child at the designated drop-off area in the school. This area is clearly 
marked with signs and monitored by our staff. 

2. Encourage your child to have their bags and any other materials ready in the car so that the drop off will be 
smooth. 

3. Finally, we ask that parents say your goodbyes quickly to ensure to ensure smooth traffic flow.  
 
We take the safety of our students very seriously and appreciate your cooperation in following these procedures. Thank 
you in advance for your continued support.  
 
 
Practicing Netiquette & Cyberbullying 
Practising Netiquette and Cyberbullying are part of cyber relationships. Apart from Cyber Wellness education taught 
through CCE and FTGP lessons during curriculum time, parents play a vital role to help their children stay safe and enjoy 
positive experiences online.  
 
As key partners in ensuring holistic Cyber Wellness education, parents can activate controls in their home devices.  Good 
digital habits can be role modelled. Parents can also set ground rules for internet use and for a start, navigate the 
internet together to understand the children’s language.  
 
Some other tips include: 

• Remind your child to moderate the time he/she spends in cyberspace by maintaining a balanced lifestyle 
between physical activities and cyber world. 

• Encourage your child to use ICT for positive purpose such as completing online homework through SLS. 

• Check with your child about the conversation that go on in their chat groups or social media to assess if he/she 
is being bullied online. 

• Remind your child not to chat with strangers online or share information that can allow strangers to locate 
him/her. 

• Guide your child to behave responsibly online. Encourage him/her to verify information with multiple credible 
sources. Get him/her to check with you or a trusted adult when in doubt. 
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• Set guidelines on what your child can post online. He or she should not share information such as home 

addresses or names of family members 

• Guide him/her to use the THINK framework when creating the guidelines. (Is it True, Helpful, Inspiring, 
Necessary, Kind?)
